
Be Careful for Nothing

Php 4:6  Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. 

Php 4:7  And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.


Definitions from Strong’s Concordance

Requests From G154; a thing asked or (abstractly) an asking: - petition, request, required.  See G4441 

Supplication from 1189  a petition: - prayer, request, supplication. see 4441
4441to question, that is, ascertain by inquiry (as a matter of information merely; and thus differing from G2065, which properly means a request as a favor; and from G154, which is strictly a demand of something due; as well as from G2212, which implies a search for something hidden; and from G1189, which involves the idea of urgent need); by implication to learn (by casual intelligence): - ask, demand, enquire, understand.

According to Strong’s Concordance, the word “requests,” used in this scripture, means to demand what is due.  It does not mean that we stand in God’s face and demand it. It means that we take our position as a son!  Because I am a son, what the Father has provided is mine.  I stand on that.  I speak it forth just as Jesus did when He prayed for people.  He had the authority to say “Be healed.”  He did not have to ask God  to  heal.  He was a son who walked with the authority of His Father to do the Father’s work.  In 1 John 4:17 it says that we have the same authority that Jesus did.  We are sons and heirs positioned with our Father’s authority.

When faced with a situation of need,  agree with  what the Word says concerning that need.  The Word does the work.  Rest because God says that His word is incorruptible and will not fail. 1 Peter 1:23-25

Isa 14:24  The LORD of hosts hath sworn, saying, Surely as I have thought, so shall it come to pass; and as I have purposed, so shall it stand: 

Isa 14:27  For the LORD of hosts hath purposed, and who shall disannul it? and his hand is stretched out, and who shall turn it back?
