
Communion

1Co 11:24-33  And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me. 

1Co 11:25  After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me. 

1Co 11:26  For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come.



Definition:

Remembrance 364 to recover or call back ideas to the memory.

When we eat the bread and drink the wine, we are to remember what Jesus has accomplished on the cross for us

1Co 11:27  Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord.

 Jesus made a complete atonement for us.  He was a perfect sacrifice-what would make us guilty of the body and blood of Jesus?  We would be guilty if we did not accept what Jesus has done for us. 

Heb 10:14  For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified. 

Gal 5:4-5  Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace. 

Gal 5:5  For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith. 

1Co 11:28  But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.


Definition:


Examine 1381 approve, allow, discern, try


So 3779 In this manner

If we examine ourselves in light of Jesus, we have to approve of ourselves because God does.  We see ourselves in the light of His righteousness which has  become our righteousness.  

1Co 11:29  For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body.


Definition from Strong’s Concordance


Damnation 2917 condemnation, judgment


Discerning to understand the difference that His body made

If we base the qualifying factor for taking communion on our performance rather that His finished work-we we will always walk in condemnation because man apart from God and not qualify according to his works.  

1Co 11:30  For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, 

and many sleep.

When base our walk with Jesus or God according to our works-it will wear us out.  Based on our own works, we will always come up short.  Jesus said, “My yoke is easy.” (Matthew 11:30)

1Co 11:31 For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged

Definition

Judge 1252 to discern between good and evil, truth and falsehood.

     
 Judged 2919 Condemned, to call into question

When we walk in the light of His truth, we are not under the burden of condemnation.  God is not dwelling on our sins.  God wants our focus to be on His provision, not our failures.

Heb 10:17  And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 

Heb 10:18  Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin. 

Heb 10:19  Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, 

1Co 11:32  But when we are judged(2919) , we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world. 


Definition:


Chastened 3811 instructed, taught


Condemned 2632 condemned, sentenced, damned

When we see ourselves guilty, God teaches us that the world’s condemnation is not ours.

1Co 11:33  Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come together to eat, tarry one for another.


Definition:

Tarry 1551 to accept from some source, that is, (by implication) to await: - expect, look (tarry) for, wait (for).

We are to accept one another on the same grounds that we are accepted of the Lord on (His righteousness becomes our righteousness because 1 John 4:17 as Jesus is so are we in this world.

This passage has been perverted! I was led to believe that I must not take communion if I had any sin in my life.  I was taught to examine myself in light of my performance.  God’s way is to examine yourself in light of Jesus.
