Numbers 16, Exodus 32

Get out of the way-God is going to consume them

Moses and Aaron began to intercede and ask God to turn from His wrath.

Numbers 16:45-48 Aaron made an atonement and the plague was stayed.  Symbolized the power of intercession.

We use it as a role model of how we are to intercede for people and our nation because if we don’t God will  judge the nation and the people.  We feel like we need to stand between God and the people that God is about to destroy.   We no longer interceeed according to the Old Covenant. We forget that Jesus came and reconciled God to man.  Jesus in the only mediator.    God sent Jesus to do what Aaron was trying to accomplish.

Heb 7:19  For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God. 

Heb 7:20  And inasmuch as not without an oath he was made priest: 

Heb 7:21  (For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:) 

Heb 7:22  By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament. 

Heb 7:23  And they truly were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death: 

Heb 7:24  But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood. 

Heb 7:25  Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.

Uttermost 3856 full, entire, completion

Uttermost-dictionary-the furthest, greatest or highest degree; as the uttermost extent or end; the uttermost distress.

Heb 7:26  For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens; 

Heb 7:27  Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself. 

Heb 7:28  For the law maketh men high priests which have infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for evermore. 

1Jn 2:1-2  My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 

1Jn 2:2  And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. 


Definition:

Advocate 3875 An intercessor, consoler: - advocate, comforter.

Intercessor-dictionary- A mediator; one who interposes between    iance, with a view to reconcile them; one who pleads in behalf of another.

Propitiation 2434 atonement, that is, (concretely) an expiator: - propitiation.

Expiator dictionary-appease, to pacify, to allay resentment, 

Appease dictionary To make quiet; to calm; to reduce to a state of peace; to still; to pacify; [This word is of a general application to every thing in a disturbed, ruffled or agitated state.]

 Jesus paid for the sins of the whole world.  Sin has been dealt with.  It is no longer the issue between God and man.  This is not the message we hear today. Ti 2:1  I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; 

1Ti 2:2  For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. 

1Ti 2:3  For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 

1Ti 2:4  Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 

1Ti 2:5  For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; 

1Ti 2:6  Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time. 

1Ti 2:7  Whereunto I am ordained a preacher, and an apostle, (I speak the truth in Christ, and lie not;) a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and verity. 

1Ti 2:8  I will therefore that men pray every where, lifting up holy hands, without wrath and doubting.
