
I know Thy Works that you are Neither Hot or Cold

Rev 3:14  And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God; 

Rev 3:15  I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot. 

Rev 3:16  So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of my mouth. 

We have traditionally read this and interpreted it to mean that if we are lukewarm, then we are not working hard enough.  The way to become hot is to put more self effort into serving God.


Definition according to Strong’s Concordance


Works 2041 toil, labor, doing, deed

If you are cold, you are living by the law and it is impossible to please God that way because we are bound by our nature of unrighteousness; However, at least you will realize that you need a savior.

If you are hot you are living entirely by grace and grace brings one to a state of righteousness and peace.

But, if you are lukewarm you are mixing the Old Covenant and the New Covenant and all that it can produce is frustration.  It nullifies everything that Jesus has done for us.

Gal 2:21  I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain. 

Gal 3:2-3  This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 

Gal 3:3  Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh? 

Gal 4:9  But now, after that ye have known God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye again to the weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be in bondage? 

Gal 5:4  Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace.

Revelations 3:17 You don’t realize that you are poor, naked, and blind.

Going back to Genesis when man first realized that he was naked, it was he was trying to do his own thing apart from the covering of God’s word and thing.  

 Rev 3:18  counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eyesalve, that thou mayest see. 

Malachi 3:3 When you are purified, you will bring forth an offering in righteousness. 

Isaiah 61:10 He clothes us with a robe of righteousness 

1Co 3:12-15   Now if any man build upon this foundation gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay stubble 

1Co 3:13  Every man's work shall be made manifest: for the day shall declare it, because it shall be revealed by fire; and the fire shall try every man's work of what sort it is. 

1Co 3:14  If any man's work abide which he hath built thereupon, he shall receive a reward. 

1Co 3:15  If any man's work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire. 

When it comes down to it, the only kind of work that will stand is that which is based on who He is-on His work, on His righteousness.

It is the mixture that is keeping us in bondage!
