
Parable of the Fig Tree

Luke 13:1-9

Luk 13:1  There were present at that season some that told him of the Galilaeans, whose blood Pilate had mingled with their sacrifices. 

Luk 13:2  And Jesus answering said unto them, Suppose ye that these Galilaeans were sinners above all the Galilaeans, because they suffered such things? 

Luk 13:3  I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. 

Luk 13:4  Or those eighteen, upon whom the tower in Siloam fell, and 

slew them, think ye that they were sinners above all men that dwelt in Jerusalem? 

Luk 13:5  I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. 

Definition:


Repent 3340:  Think differently; reconsider

Do you think that these bad things came upon these because they sinned?  If you do, then you will experience bad things because you also sin.  Unless you change the way you think, you will be subject to the same.  

Luk 13:6  He spake also this parable; A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard; and he came and sought fruit thereon, and found none. 

Luk 13:7  Then said he unto the dresser of his vineyard, Behold, these three years I come seeking fruit on this fig tree, and find none: cut it down; why cumbereth it the ground? 

Why should the fig tree waste the ground it is growing in if it is not producing?  It is saying the same thing that the above comparisons did.  

Luk 13:8  And he answering said unto him, Lord, let it alone this year also, till I shall dig about it, and dung it: 

Luk 13:9  And if it bear fruit, well: and if not, then after that thou shalt cut it down. 

The fig tree can not produce the environment that it takes in order to produce fruit.  It is the dresser of the vineyard that can bring about the change that is necessary in order for it to be productive. When we shift our focus from the sin or lack of fruit to the gardener and his role, we see fruit where there was none before.  He is our ability to bear fruit.  He is our righteousness, He is our faith.

Joh 15:1  I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. 

Joh 15:2  Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit. 

 

Taketh away lift up, loose, take away+blow, air, 

Purgeth to cleanse, to prune, to expiate 

Expiate To atone for; to make satisfaction for; to extinguish the guilt of a crime by subsequent acts of piety or worship, by which the obligation to punish the crime is canceled. To expiate guilt or a crime, is to perform some act which is supposed to purify the person guilty;

He takes away the branches that have no life in them.  He separates the things of the flesh that produce death from the things of the Spirit that produce life.  He lifts the burden that ties us down.

Rom 8:21  Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 

He prune us-He takes away those things that don't bear fruit by what He did for us.  Jesus canceled the case against us. He releases our guilt.  We are purged through the cross.  It is His righteousness that gives the trunk direction-but His righteousness is the life line or water that is feeding the branch!  We think prune and scream and see God as a mean God using punishment and painful methods to prune us, but Jesus was the recipient of the pain.  We just receive the life that comes through the trunk.
