Act 13:10  And said, O full of all subtilty and all mischief, thou child of the devil, thou enemy of all righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right ways of the Lord? 


Definitions from Strong’s Concordance


Subtility 1388 trick, deceive, decoy


Pervert 1294 misinterpret, distort, reverse, twist

2Th 2:4  Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God. 

Definition Strong’s Concordance

Opposeth 480- to present lies opposite

Showing 584-demonstrate, exhibit, show off

So that He sits as God-people believe that the opposite ways are God’s ways.

Faith Righteousness not Works Righteousness

Romans 10:17 So then, faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God (the word of Christ)

Why So Then?

Romans 10:1-3  They have a zeal but not according to knowledge

3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness and going about to establish their own righteousness have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God

We have been hearing and hearing and hearing-but we have not been hearing according to correct knowledge.  We have heard according to the Mystery of Iniquity-what must one do to become righteous?

Satan has twisted many truths of the word and turned them around from what God has done for us (Faith Righteousness) into what we must do for God (Works Righteousness.)

To the degree you are ignorant of your right standing with God is to the degree that your faith is limited.

Rom 1:17  For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith.

The man who tries to live by his own righteousness is unable to walk in faith.

The day you begin to walk in the revelation of your right standing with God is the day you will see your faith come forth.  Somewhere in our belief system we are still trying to live by works. 

Gal 5:5  For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith.
