Skilfull in His Righteousness
According to the gospel of Peter
We have obtained faith through the righteousness of God through Jesus.  When we have a correct knowledge of God and His provision for us, we walk in peace.  If we don’t have a correct concept of God, we  try to (provide for ourselves) the things that God has already given us, and that will produce lust and jealousy.  2 Peter 1:1-4
We have been instructed to diligently make our calling and election sure or stable so that we “never fall or fail.”  We do that by acknowledging and remembering what Jesus has done for us, and that in turn causes us to become “fruitful” in the kingdom. 2 Peter 1:8,19,12

There are “false prophets” among us who point us to the works we must do in order to be in right standing with God.  That mentality causes condemnation and destruction.  The condemnation that comes from that doctrine is relentless.  They have forsaken the “right way.” 
2 Peter 2:1,3,12,15
2 Peter 3:3 In the last days there will come scoffers walking after their own lusts.

Lusts from 1937 to set the heart upon, that is, long for (rightfully or otherwise): - covet, desire, would fain, lust (after).

They want right standing with God, but they believe that they have to provide it themselves.  They are lusting for something that they can not obtain within their own abilities.

They bring us into the same bondage that they themselves are captive to. 2 Peter 2:19 
2Pe 2:20  For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning. 

2Pe 2:21  For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them. 

After they came to the knowledge that they are righteous because He is righteous, they again became snared with (the world’s system according to the work of their own hands.)  THEY FORGOT WHAT MADE THEM RIGHTEOUS  and began to try to ESTABLISH THEIR OWN RIGHTEOUSNESS.

2Pe 3:9  The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance. 

2 Peter 3:10 The Works of the earth will be burned up

2Pe 3:13  Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for new heavens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness. 

An earth not governed by the laws of the natural-performance based acceptance

2Pe 3:14  Wherefore, beloved, seeing that ye look for such things, be diligent that ye may be found of him in peace, without spot, and blameless. 


Diligent make effort, labor, study

You need to become SKILLFUL IN HIS RIGHTEOUSNESS
2Pe 3:15  And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother Paul also according to the wisdom given unto him hath written unto you; 


Account consider, suppose, think


Longsuffering forebearance, patience, longanamity

Longanamity-dictionary-disposition to endure long under offenses.

We are righteous because He gave us His righteousness.  His righteousness can’t be corrupted!  Our actions, according to our nature, according to the world’s system can come under scrutiny-and we will fail if left to ourselves.  But God placed our future under His performance, under His Word that is incorruptible.

1 Peter 1:23-25

2Pe 3:17  Ye therefore, beloved, seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also, being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own stedfastness. 

The error of the wicked says that our inheritance with the Lord depends upon our own steadfastness.  Beware!  Don’t be trapped by this error.

2Pe 3:18  But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now and for ever. Amen.
