Enemy of Righteousness
We have an enemy of righteousness that continually perverts the right ways of the Lord.  Acts 13:10 Satan knows that when our knowledge concerning God’s ways is incorrect, we will not be able to enter into God’s rest and we will not be able to walk in what He has planned for us. Hebrews 3:10
Psalms 9:7 says that God has prepared His throne for judgment.  Man has this idea firmly placed in his mind.  Although he reads words that say God loves him, he believes that unless he repents from his sins, God will be forced to sentence him to eternal damnation in hell.  This is a perverted way!

God is a God of judgment.  We have misinterpreted the word.  According to Strong’s Concordance, the word judgment has several meanings.  Included in those is punishment for something done wrong.  That is the definition we attach to the statement that God is a God of judgment.  But there is another definition that scriptures bear out.  That definition is “divine law.” 

Psalms 8:8-9 says that God judges the world in righteousness.  His divine law is righteousness.  God is not sin conscious.  Hebrews 10:15, 17 He is not relating to us according to our sins.  He is relating to us according to His righteousness.

John 3:16-17 says that God loves the world.  He does not want the world to perish.  He does not want us to fail.  He wants us to experience eternal life.

God did not send Jesus to condemn or to point out the flaws and faults of man.  He sent Jesus to save man from his own ways that do not produce according to divine law.   Condemnation is not a sentence from God.  It is the fruit of not knowing God’s ways.  God wants to set man free from the wrong precepts that are killing him.  Psalms 9:16  

John 12:47-50 Jesus says, “If any man hears my words and believes them not, I judge him not!  I did not come to judge but to save.  The words that the Father commanded me to speak will judge a man and those words are eternal life.”  God’s divine law is eternal life!
 John 16:8-11 say that the Holy Spirit comes to convince the world of sin, righteousness, and judgment:  of sin because they believe not on me, of righteousness because I go to my Father and of judgment because the prince of this world is judged.
The name Satan means accuser.  Satan is the judged.   Satan has flipped the ideas of accusation and judgment.  He has us believing that God is the accuser and we are the judged.  He has perverted the right ways of the Lord. 
God is not the one that brings condemnation and judgment to us.  He is trying to rescue us from the condemnation that comes when His ways become perverted.  He knows that our way will kill us.  His passion is for us is to experience a God quality of life.  He knows that we cannot enter into the rest that His divine law promises unless we go His way.  He wants to set us free.  He wants to give us His righteousness.  It is His divine law.
