God’s Gift to Us…
God sees us as being “one with Him.”  He brings us to completion, and we bring Him to His fullness. That idea is expressed in John 15 where it talks about the vine and the branches.  Jesus is the vine and we are the branches. The branches can only survive when they are connected to the source of their life which is the vine.  The branches in turn express the splendor of the vine that they are connected to.  Neither part is complete without the other part.  The two parts work together as one.
I want to further develop that concept.

Luke 2:10  And the angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people. 

Luke 2:11  For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord. 
Luke 2:14  Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, good will toward men.
 Jesus was God’s gift to us.  Jesus brings us to completion and peace by what He did for us.  The vine is the source that brings the branch to its fullness.  
John 15:1 I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. 

John 15:2 Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit. 
John 15:3 Now you are clean through the Word….
God, who is in the position of the husbandman or gardener, manages the branches so that they will be healthy and productive.  We traditionally read the second verse and come to the conclusion that God is going to take care of those things in us that don’t please him, or are not productive, by using a painful “pruning process.”   But, it is actually saying the opposite. It exposes God’s commitment to us. The “health of the branch” is His priority.
He cares for the plant by “taking away” the fruitless branches, and  by pruning the ones that are bearing fruit so that they will bear even more.  According to the Strong’s Concordance, the phrase “taketh away” and the word purge both have their roots in the word “expiate.”  The dictionary definition of that word means to atone for, or to perform some act which will purify or release the guilt of the one for whom atonement is made.
We are purged through the cross. Jesus took care of everything that would keep the branch from being healthy and bearing fruit.  It is His life that flows through us.  
John 15:5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: 

When we place our expectancy in what He has done for us, we can’t help but bear fruit!
It is all because our Father is a “faithful husbandman.”
