Old Testament Types and Shadows
1 Corinthians 10:1-4 

The Flood and the passage through the Red Sea by Moses are types of redemption.

1Co 10:1  Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should be ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and all passed through the sea; 

1Co 10:2  And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea; 

1Co 10:3  And did all eat the same spiritual meat; 

1Co 10:4  And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

The flood 

Gen 6:12  And God looked upon the earth, and, behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had corrupted his way upon the earth. 

Gen 6:13  And God said unto Noah, The end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth is filled with violence through them; and, behold, I will destroy them with the earth. 

Gen 6:14  Make thee an ark of gopher wood; rooms shalt thou make in the ark, and shalt pitch it within and without with pitch. 


Pitch-atonement, pardon, cancel, reconcile

The pitch insulated those that were in the ark from the outside world

Galatians 6:14-   But God forbid that I should glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is crucified unto me, and I unto the world. 

Gal 6:15  For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision, but a new creature. 

Gal 6:16  And as many as walk according to this rule, peace be on them, and mercy, and upon the Israel of God. 

Noah could not return to his old world.  Baptism is a funeral.  The old is gone.  Everything that provides guilt and condemnation which comes from being “sin conscious” has been buried.

Heb 11:7  By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith. 

1 Corinthians 5:17 a new creation with old things passed away

We have been transferred into a new kingdom.  The old rules that governed the old kingdom do not apply any more.

Colossians 1:12-15   Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light: 

Col 1:13  Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and translated us into the kingdom of His dear son. 

Col 1:14  In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins: 

The flood was a one time event out of which came a covenat.

Isa 54:9  For this is as the waters of Noah unto me: for as I have sworn that the waters of Noah should no more go over the earth; so have I sworn that I would not be wroth displeased, angry) with thee, nor rebuke (chide-find fault with, separate you from me) thee. 
Isa 54:10  For the mountains shall depart, and the hills be removed; but my kindness shall not depart from thee, neither shall the covenant of my peace be removed, saith the LORD that hath mercy on thee. 

Peace prosperity, favor, rest, safety

God knows that man is weak and cannot display the glory of God on his own.  The problem is in his nature.
Gen 8:21  And the LORD smelled a sweet savour; and the LORD  said in his heart, I will not again curse the ground any more for man's sake; for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his youth; neither will I again smite any more every thing living, as I have done. 

Genesis 9:11-17 The rainbow (God will remember)

Jesus died once for all.  Our sins no longer stand between us and God.

Jesus took care of our sin once and for all

Heb 10:14  For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them  that are sanctified. 

Heb 10:17  And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 

Heb 10:18  Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin. 

The Red Sea

Exodus 14:19-20 separation 

Exodus 14:13-14 STAND STILL! The Lord will bring deliverance.

Exodus 14:20  He will separate you from the enemy.

The old world was gone.  The water was death to the world and life to God’s people.  They could not go back.  

Romans 6:3-10 Planted in the likeness of his death and raised in the likeness of His resurrection

Baptism represents a separation between the past and the future.  We don’t really understand what it means to be planted.  We have a hard time understanding the concept that we are dead to sin because we were buried with Jesus.  We don’t know how to be raised in the likeness of his resurrection either.

Rom 6:4  Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 

Rom 6:5  For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: 

Rom 6:6  Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. 

Rom 6:7  For he that is dead is freed from sin. 
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
