Speaking of Things Pertaining to the Kingdom
 Baptizing them in the Name  

Jesus “expounded the scriptures” concerning Himself from the time of Moses and led his apostles to a revelation knowledge of the Word.
He endued them with the Power of the Holy Spirit and told them to be a witness of the things that he revealed to them. 
Luk 24:48  And ye are witnesses of these things.
Luk 24:49  And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued (clothed with) with power from on high. 

 In other words, he said, “Go and show me alive to the nations by speaking the same things that I have spoken to you concerning the kingdom.  You are clothed with revelation power. Go and reveal to others what I have revealed to you.  I will quicken it to them.
Mat 28:18  And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth. 

Mat 28:19  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 

Mat 28:20  Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded (entrusted to) you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen. 
The “Great Commission,” is the call to disciple the nations with things pertaining to the kingdom.  In the last lessons, we established that the focus of the kingdom is not about the issue of sin.  That was the focus of the old covenant that kept man from walking in his God created position.   The focus of “new kingdom discipleship,” is about assuming our identity as sons of God.
When Jesus says, “All power in heaven and earth is given unto me,” he is saying that he has taken control of the sin issue that has kept man separated from walking in his “God intended” position.  He has taken it out of the way, and empowered man with His Spirit of revelation so that he could become “kingdom minded.”
How are we going to teach the nations to become “kingdom minded?”

By “baptizing them in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost.”
Baptism  To make fully wet or completely saturate, stain as with dye, completely cover

Name  authority, position,  to gratify, to derive pleasure or advantage from
Baptism is more than a religious ceremony that we perform.  It represents an immersion in identity that comes through discipleship.  
It means to completely saturate those that we teach with the knowledge concerning the authority and privileges that God has given to them as a son.  It means to reveal to them the true nature that the heart of the Father has toward them.  It means to teach them to walk in their position as a son based on what Jesus has done for them.  It means to teach them how to walk in the power that they have been endued with by the Holy Spirit.  It means to lead them to a revelation of who they were created to be.
· Baptism in the Name of the Father
In the beginning, God created man in his image to bring forth after His kind. 

Gen 1:27  So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.
God told man to be fruitful, multiply,  and fill the earth with the knowledge of the glory of the Lord.
Gen 1:28  And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it. . .

Psa 145:10  All thy works shall praise thee, O LORD; and thy saints shall bless thee. 

Psa 145:11  They shall speak of the glory of thy kingdom, and talk of thy power; 
Psa 145:12  To make known to the sons of men his mighty acts, and the glorious majesty of his kingdom. 
Psa 145:12  To make known to the sons of men his mighty acts, and the glorious majesty of his kingdom. 

God created man to take dominion.
Heb 2:6  But one in a certain place testified, saying, What is man, that thou art mindful of him? or the son of man, that thou visitest him? 

Heb 2:7  Thou madest him a little lower than the angels; thou crownedst him with glory and honour, and didst set him over the works of thy hands: 

Heb 2:8  Thou hast put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all in subjection under him, he left nothing that is not put under him. But now we see not yet all things put under him. 

God created man to reproduce himself.
Joh 15:4  Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me. 

Joh 15:5  I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. 

Joh 15:7  If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you. 

Joh 15:8  Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my disciples. 
Man was created in weakness, so that his strength would be of God and not of himself.  It has always been God’s intent to clothe man with his strength.
2Co 4:7  But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellency of the power may be of God, and not of us.
God did not separate himself from man when man sinned.  Man separated himself from God when he became sin conscious.

Genesis 3:7-8 . . . and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God  

Psa 9:7  But the LORD shall endure for ever: he hath prepared his throne for judgment. 

Psa 9:8  And he shall judge the world in righteousness, he shall minister judgment to the people in uprightness. 

Psa 9:16  . . . . the wicked is snared in the work of his own hands. 
God does not require perfection.  He wants us to know him according to truth.
Psa 40:5  Many, O LORD my God, are thy wonderful works which thou hast done, and thy thoughts which are to us-ward: they cannot be reckoned up in order unto thee: if I would declare and speak of them, they are more than can be numbered. 

Psa 40:6  Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering and sin offering hast thou not required. 
Hos 6:6  For I desired mercy, and not sacrifice; and the knowledge of God more than burnt offerings. 

God is committed to the success of mankind.


Isaiah 14:24-27

· Baptism in the Name of the Son
Man has walked in guilt and the imperfections of his flesh.  It has kept him from seeing the true purpose that God created man for.  God sent Jesus to release us from the guilt and condemnation that keep us from seeing ourselves the way that He does.  He did it because he loves us. Jesus took the sin factor out of the way.

Joh 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 

Joh 3:17  For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. 

Joh 3:18  He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. 

Jesus came to His glory when he heard the Father say, 

“This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.” 
2Pe 1:17  For he received from God the Father honour and glory, when there came such a voice to him from the excellent glory, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. 
Jesus gave us the right to see ourselves as sons that are pleasing to the father.  Our position as a son is secure because it is based on what Jesus had done. 
Heb 2:10  For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. 

Heb 2:11  For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren, 

Jesus provided us with everything that we need that pertains to life and godliness.  But, we have to have a revelation of the knowledge that we have called to a position of glory.
2Pe 1:3  According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue: 

We are sons equipped with the nature of our Father.

2Pe 1:4  Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. 
· Baptism in the Name of the Holy Spirit
It is only through the work of the Holy Spirit that we can become God conscious.  
Every believer is equipped with the Holy Spirit
Act 2:38  Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. 

Act 2:39  For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call. 

The Holy Spirit is “the mind of Christ,” within us. 
Joh 16:13  Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. 

Joh 16:14  He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 

Joh 16:15  All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 

The Holy Spirit changes us into the image of God.
2Co 3:17  Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. 

2Co 3:18  But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord. 
The Holy Spirit reveals the mystery of our identity.

Eph 3:4  Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ) 

Eph 3:5  Which in other ages was not made known unto the sons of men, as it is now revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit; 
Col 1:27  To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: 
And empowers us to reveal to others what has been revealed to us

Luk 24:49  And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high. 

Act 1:8  But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. 

So that the World may know God loves them

Joh 17:18  As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the world. 

Joh 17:22  And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: 

Joh 17:23  I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me. 

Joh 17:26  And I have declared unto them thy name, and will declare it: that the love wherewith thou hast loved me may be in them, and I in them. 
Baptism is closely related to the concept of being anointed.

When one was anointed in the Old Testament, it represented an equipping to do the work of a king or priest.  He was endued with “the mind of the Lord.” He was set apart from the others.

Exo 30:26  And thou shalt anoint the tabernacle of the congregation therewith

The tabernacle of God is the dwelling place of God in the Old Testament.  We are the dwelling place of God in the new and we are anointed with the Holy Spirit.  

Exo 30:30  And thou shalt anoint Aaron and his sons, and consecrate {prepare} them, that they may minister unto me in the priest's office.

 We are kings and priests. 

Rev 5:10  And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth. 

We have been clothed with, or anointed with, the Holy Spirit so that we can do the work that we have been called to do. John 16:24-26, 

Exo 30:31  And thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel, saying, This shall be an holy anointing oil unto me throughout your generations. 

Exo 30:32  Upon man's flesh shall it not be poured, neither shall ye make any other like it, after the composition of it: it is holy, and it shall be holy unto you. 

1 Corinthians 3:10-11, 1 Corinthians 2:5  Our faith does not stand in the wisdom of men but in the power of God, and it can’t be duplicated in the flesh.
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
