Speaking of Things Pertaining to the Kingdom

Confession of Sins
Mat 3:6  And were baptized of him in Jordan, confessing their sins. 
John ministered to the people in such a way that they began “confessing” their sins.  What did this involve?
Rom 10:10  For with the heart man believeth {to entrust ones spiritual well-being to Christ} unto righteousness {that which is consistent with the nature and promises of God}; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. 

Rom 10:11  For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.
1Jn 1:6 -10 If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: 

1Jn 1:7  But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. 
1Jn 1:8  If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 

1Jn 1:9  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

1Jn 1:10  If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us. 

Confess/ Confession  covenant (a mutual consent or agreement between two persons), acknowledge, assent

Vines Concordance: to speak the same thing, agree with, to declare, to admit
Forgive  to send, lay aside, yield up, forgive
What do we agree with God about concerning sin?  We are guilty. We are trapped by sin and we cannot do anything about it.
Rom 3:23  For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; 

Rom 7:18  For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 
Left to himself, man is in a frustrating position that can never be resolved.  He is weak.

Rom 7:18  For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 

Rom 7:19  For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do.
Our iniquities have taken hold of us.
Psa 40:11  Withhold not thou thy tender mercies from me, O LORD: let thy lovingkindness and thy truth continually preserve me. 

Psa 40:12  For innumerable evils have compassed me about: mine iniquities have taken hold upon me, so that I am not able to look up; they are more than the hairs of mine head: therefore my heart faileth me. 
God has taken care of the “iniquity” issue that we are unable to resolve.  His truth (stability, certainty, trustworthiness) and mercy preserves (guards, protects, maintains) us.
Psa 40:6  Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering and sin offering hast thou not required. 
Heb 10:14  For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified. 

Heb 10:15  Whereof the Holy Ghost also is a witness to us: for after that he had said before, 

Heb 10:16  This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 

Heb 10:17  And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 

I confess my sins {acknowledge my inability to direct my own steps} and I am looking to you.
Psa 40:1 I waited patiently for the LORD; and he inclined unto me, and heard my cry. 

Psa 40:2  He brought me up also out of an horrible pit, out of the miry clay, and set my feet upon a rock, and established my goings. 

Psa 40:3  And he hath put a new song in my mouth, even praise unto our God: many shall see it, and fear, and shall trust in the LORD. 

Psa 40:4  Blessed is that man that maketh the LORD his trust, and respecteth not the proud, nor such as turn aside to lies. 


Trust refuge, confidence, assurance, security
We have this idea that God wants us to name every sin {confess}, tell Him how sorry we are for what we have done {repent}, and then ask Him to forgive us so that we will be in right standing with Him.  What He is really saying is that He wants us to acknowledge (confess) that we are incapable of solving the sin issue and He wants us to look to Him because He has made a way for us to be released from its burden.
Psa 40:13  Be pleased, O LORD, to deliver me: O LORD, make haste to help me.

Psa 40:17  But I am poor and needy; yet the Lord thinketh upon me: thou art my help and my deliverer; make no tarrying, O my God. 


Poor depressed in mind and circumstances


Needy in the sense of want; feeling destitute


Thinketh to plait or interpenetrate, to weave or to fabricate; 

to think, regard, value, compute: conceive, consider
God thinks about man, knowing that he is poor and needy, and God delivers man by literally weaving or interpenetrating man with Himself!

Once we have made the original confession of our sins {I acknowledge that I need your help because I cannot do anything about this iniquity issue that has overwhelmed me}, what do we do when the issue of sin,  seems to creep back in? 
We focus on God.  We confess {We are weak, but you made provision for our weakness, and we are looking to you.} 
2Pe 1:3  According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue: 

2Pe 1:9  But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from his old sins. 

Put yourself in remembrance, “confess your sins” and look to Him.  Say what He says about sin!  
“With the Mouth confession is made:{Psa 40:12  For innumerable evils have compassed me about: mine iniquities have taken hold upon me, so that I am not able to look up; they are more than the hairs of mine head: therefore my heart faileth me.} and with my heart I believe {I am entrusting my spiritual well being to you} unto salvation {deliverance, rescue, pardon, freedom, liberty}Romans 10:1-11
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
