Speaking of Things Pertaining to the Kingdom 

These Signs Shall Follow
Act 1:3  To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion  (experience) by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God:
We are sons of God and joint heirs with Christ.  
Rom 8:16  The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the       children of God: 

Rom 8:17  And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ
A man's children are his heirs.  An heir inherits what belonged to his father.  He becomes master over those things he inherited.  They are his.  The position of the Father that he inherited the things from becomes his.  Jesus inherited everything his father had.  He was the father.  We are joint heirs.  We inherit everything that Jesus inherited.
Heb 1:2  Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds; 

Heb 1:3  Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power ….

Heb 1:5  For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son? 
Heb 1:8  But unto the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom. 

Heb 1:8 Message Bible But he says to the Son, You're God, and on the throne for good; your rule makes everything right. 
The possession that Jesus inherited was the Word.  The Word was the boundary of His position.  Jesus was occupied with the business of his father and upheld everything by the power of his word.  Jesus glorified his Father.  That means that he was a living representation of His Father.   When people saw Jesus, it was the same as if they had seen the Father.  Jesus was anointed to do His Father’s work.  
Isa 61:1  The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound; 

Isa 61:2  To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn; 

Isa 61:3  To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified.

Mat 4:23  And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of sickness and all manner of disease among the people.
Jesus not only taught about things pertaining to the kingdom, but he also demonstrated things that pertained to the kingdom.  He said that he and His Father were one.  The Pharisees called it blasphemy to call one’s self equal with God. Jesus said, if I can’t do the works of my Father, don’t believe me.
Joh 10:36  Say ye of him, whom the Father hath sanctified, and sent into the world, Thou blasphemest; because I said, I am the Son of God? 

Joh 10:37  If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not. 
Jesus healed the sick and raised the dead. His works proved that He was indeed the Son of God.  During those final days on earth, Jesus told the disciples that he had finished the work he was called to.  Then he made a very bold statement to his disciples.  You go do what I have done.  You take my position.
Joh 20:21  Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you. 

Joh 20:22  And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost: 

Joh 20:23  Whose soever sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and whose soever sins ye retain, they are retained. 
In Mark Jesus makes it plain that this charge was not just to the disciples, but to everyone that believed!
Mar 16:15  And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 

Mar 16:17  And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; 

Mar 16:18  They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover. 
Not only did he tell them to do what He had done, he told them that they could do even greater works.  
Joh 14:10  Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. 

Joh 14:11  Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works' sake. 

Joh 14:12  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. 

Joh 14:13  And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 
The Word of God makes it very plain that God does not lie or say anything that is not truth.  We are NOT doing the works that Jesus did to the degree that he did, much less even greater works.  We have come up with all kinds of excuses and have placed the blame for our inability to do these things in a lot of places.  But, I believe the number one problem is that we have not seen ourselves as a worthy son or an heir that has been given the kingdom.
God’s word is life and it will withstand all obstacles.  In you I have placed my word. 
Satan challenged Jesus’ identity as a son.  If you are the son of God, prove it! Matthew 4:1-4 Jesus answered the challenge with “It is written..”

The Father did the works. 

When the enemy challenges me, “If you are a son, prove it!”

 I don’t have to examine myself.  I don’t have to prove that I am a son.  
Jesus established my right to son ship.

Heb 2:9  But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man. 

Heb 2:10  For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. 

Heb 2:11  For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren

Jesus has given us the right to be in command of the word.  

Joh 16:23  And in that day ye shall ask (2065)  me nothing. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask (154) the Father in my name, he will give it you. 

Joh 16:26  At that day ye shall ask (154) in my name: and I say not unto you, that I will pray (2065) the Father for you: 

Joh 16:27  For the Father himself loveth you, because ye have loved me. . .


Ask 2065 request as a favor


Pray 2065 request as a favor
Ask 154 a demand of something that is due (To call for, as one who has a claim or right to receive what is sought)

The numbers represent the reference number of the definitions for the words in the Strong’s Concordance of the Bible.  The word “ask” comes from two entirely different definitions.  The word “pray” comes from the same definition source that the first word “ask” comes from.
Now, let’s look at the verses in light of this information.  Jesus says that in that day, the day that He established the new covenant, you won’t have to beg or request things from me because you have the right to those things because you are heir of those things.  Jesus says, “I won’t pray to the Father for you.  I won”t have to ask the Father to give you things.  You possess those things.  They are yours. 

It also means that I don’t have to make the word happen.  That is my possession.  I have command of “It is written,” and the Father backs his word.  
You don’t have to work the word.  God quickens the word.  You don’t have to protect your image.  God protects your image.  You don’t have to take responsibility for the success or failure of the Word.  That is God’s responsibility.  He protects His own word.  He watches over His word.
Jer 1:12  Then said the LORD unto me, Thou hast well seen: for I will hasten my word to perform it. 

God chose to set up His Kingdom headquarters in his sons.  The ruling center or the headquarters of the kingdom has been set up inside of man.  All matters of the kingdom flow from within man.  Everything pertaining to the kingdom is executed from within man.  We are the heirs that inherited the kingdom and the operation of everything that goes with the kingdom.  God has given us the kingdom and all matters pertaining to the kingdom flow through the sons of God.  The power and rule of the kingdom flows through man.  Everything is at the beck and call of the power of his word coming through man.  All ruling responsibility and authority flows through man.  I am in Him and He is in me.

We have been trying to get the kingdom to come to us.  We have what we have so desperately been seeking. The love and mercy and grace of the Father are working it from the “inside out.” The kingdom is within us. We are the kingdom.  We are the miracle! 
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
