Speaking of Things Pertaining to the Kingdom

You Shall Be My Witnesses

Act 1:3  To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion  (experience) by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God: 
Act 1:8  But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.
We have already established that we are unable to access the kingdom within us by the flesh.  The only way to see or enter the kingdom that is within us is by spiritually understanding the Word of God. We come to that understanding by revelations that come as the Holy Spirit within us quickens (makes alive) the Word.

2Co 3:6  Who also hath made us able{qualified} ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life. 
The Word that God has deposited and quickened in us becomes the seed that the spirit uses to teach others the same principles.  We teach it, and the Spirit quickens it.
Mat 28:20  Teaching them to observe {guard from loss or injury} all things whatsoever I have commanded {to invest with a trust or responsibility} you… 
The focus of the old covenant was on man.  His “sin consciousness” produced a separation from God.  The new covenant shifts the focus from the frailty of man to the power of God.  Jesus removed the barrier that kept man from becoming “God conscious.”  The gospel of the Spirit leads us to realize who we are as “sons!”  
Rom 8:11  But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken { Re-vitalize, make alive} your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you. 

Rom 8:14  For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. 
It is the Mystery of the Gospel that could only be unveiled through the Spirit.  Paul had a revelation of the Mystery of the Gospel.

Eph 3:3  How that by revelation he made known unto me the mystery… 

Eph 3:4  Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ) 

Eph 3:5  Which in other ages was not made known unto the sons of men, as it is now revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit;
Eph 3:7  Whereof I was made a minister, according to the gift of the grace of God given unto me by the effectual working of his power. 

Eph 3:8  Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace given, that I should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ;
Paul became a minister of the “unsearchable riches of Christ” according to the gift of grace (the influence that God had on his heart through the work of the Holy Spirit that opened his eyes to the truth.) 
Paul was an ambassador of his revelation of “the mystery.”
Eph 6:19  And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel, 

Eph 6:20  For which I am an ambassador. . . . .
Col 1:25  Whereof I am made a minister, according to the dispensation of God which is given to me for you, to fulfil the word of God; 

Col 1:26  Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints: 

Col 1:27  To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: 
We too become ambassadors of the mystery as it is made manifest to us.
1Co 2:7  But we speak {preach, tell} the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory: 

1Co 2:9  But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 

1Co 2:10  But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 

1Co 2:12  Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. 

We can only minister what we have received by revelation.  Our ministering comes out of our receiving.

Mat 10:7  And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand. 

Mat 10:8  Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received, freely give. 

1Co 2:7  But we speak {preach, tell} the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory:
Jesus was the “first born” of many sons.  He invested the words of life that the father had deposited in him through the Spirit to those that He came in contact with.
Act 10:38  How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.
Jesus glorified the Father.  He had a revelation of all that the Father was, and that revelation flowed through Him to others.  He carried on the work of a son.  We are sons that carry on the work of our Father .  What has been revealed to us, we reveal to others so that they too might see themselves as a son.  It is the work of the “kingdom.” We show Him alive by speaking things pertaining to the kingdom.
 Acts 1:3
Joh 17:18  As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the world. 

Joh 17:19  And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they also might be sanctified through the truth. 

Joh 17:20  Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their word; 

Joh 17:21  That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. 

Joh 17:22  And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: 
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
